DAY 6: Fernandina Island | Punta Espinoza & Tagus Cove
Arrive at Fernandina Island’s Punta Espinoza to encounter
its sea lion colonies and other diverse species. Watch as
the resident bulls carefully guard their harems and keep
lookout for sharks that threaten the colony’s pups. Glimpse
some of the hundreds of marine iguanas that share this
rocky domain, the largest colony in the Galdpagos, as they
warm themselves along the rugged shoreline. Next, land at
Isabela Island’s Tagus Cove, a former anchorage of pirates
and whalers. Explore by Zodiac or kayak in search of
Galdpagos penguins, boobies, pelicans and other seabirds.
